

COMMUNICATION IN THE CAMPS

The beauty about being away in the bush is that you are escaping from the daily stresses and strains of the outside world – this includes being attached to your cellphone or computer! 
So let it all go and come to Africa with the aim of truly “getting away from it all”. Most of the places you’ll visit are fairly remote, with no cellular or Internet access available. 

Some clients bring in their own satellite phones, but we try to set limitations on their use.
For example, the use of satellite phones is generally not acceptable in any of the common areas or on game drives/walks; only in the privacy of your tent or room and only for message retrieval or outgoing calls. Incoming calls may disturb other guests and especially wildlife, so we discourage their use.

All camps and lodges are equipped with emergency contact facilities – radio or satellite.

Telecommunications in the urban areas/international airports are easily accessible.
